1 	 oz. (2 Tbsp.) lemon-lime carbonated beverage

	I ce and Cucumber spear garnish

Pour the liqueur, lemonade, and lemon-lime beverage into a highball glass 
filled with ice; stir well. Add the garnish. Makes 1.
